This high schooler also is the family‘s bread-
winner. He mentioned, ―Our barn is empty.  Our 
kitchen burned.  My mother and the kids at home 
are surviving on wild fruit.  Please help.‖  So on a 
Saturday morning, a truck took two bags of grain, a 
bag of maize seed, and a bag of fertilizer to them.  
He and his mother wept. Then he rushed to a 
neighbor‘s grinding mill and they laughed as he 
spun the wheel grinding the grain.  
 

Our economic hard times, sometimes pale to those 
who face starvation on a daily basis.  Pray for those 
around the world whose stomachs gnaw and know 
not Jesus and the salvation found in Him.  We must 

find them, feed them, and fill them with the Good 
News of Jesus.
