Calls were made to the area con-
gregations to share our concern and desire to assist 
our community, but to date, Timberlane is the only 
congregation to answer the call….recently two farms 
in Quincy were closed down, leaving 80% of our 
Hispanic members unemployed.  We have been able 
to help several families over the years, but this vast 
need was beyond our ability to handle alone.  Your 
assistance is above what we have expected and we 
are so grateful and appreciate your continued sup-
port in this effort.  
     Some of the basic needs we ask for are rice, 
kidney beans, black beans, red beans, peanut butter 
and jelly (but DO know that ANY food items are 
used and appreciated).  We also need toiletry items, 
diapers (all sizes) and then any money given, we are 
able to purchase perishable and other needed items.  
We can also purchase from the Second Harvest for a 
great return on the dollar ($100 will buy $600 of 
food). 
     I again want to thank you all for showing your 
faith by your deeds.  May God continue to bless you 
in all that you do.  What a blessing your outpouring 
has been and continues to be.  You have truly up-
lifted us in mind and spirit.
