But learning to 
forgive can lead to freedom and peace. Forgiveness 
isn't a feeling, it's a choice. When you make a con-
scious decision to release an offense and forgive the 
person who hurt you, you are no longer in emotional  
bondage.  That's a giant step toward better health.
